Umbilical Stem Cells May Repair Damaged 
Cochlear Hair Cells 

According to an Italian research team publishing their findings in the 
current issue of Cell Transplantation (17:6), hearing loss due to cochlear 
damage may be repaired by transplantation of human umbilical cord 
hematopoietic stem cells (HSC) since they show that a small number 
migrated to the damaged cochlea and repaired sensory hair cells and 
neurons.  

For their study, the team used animal models in which permanent hearing 
loss had been induced by intense noise, chemical toxicity or both. 
Cochlear regeneration was only observed in animal groups that received 
HSC transplants. Researchers used sensitive tracing methods to 
determine if the transplanted cells were capable of migrating to the 
cochlea and evaluated whether the cells could contribute to regenerating 
neurons and sensory tissue in the cochlea.

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Sprint Launches Local, 
10-Digit Numbers for 

Deaf and Hard of 
Hearing Users

National office 
working for fire 

safety 
 

Among the many issues they 
addressed last month, inadequate 
fire alarm standards was near the top 
of the list for HLAA.. 
 

HLAA submitted a grant proposal to 
the Department of Homeland 
Security on fire alarm safety. This 
was based on research conducted by 
Dorothy Bruck in Australia showing 
that current fire alarms are not 
effective for people with hearing loss. 
HLAA is collaborating with the 
University of Australia on the issue. 
 

U of A scientists will conduct the 
research and the Fire Protection 
Research Foundation will put 
together an advisory council. HLAA 
will carry out a national media 
campaign in this country to inform the 
hard of hearing  and others about fire 
safety and the special danger that 
inadequate fire/smoke alarms 
presents to the hard of hearing.. The 
campaign will cite the research 
findings and will target consumers 
with hearing loss and community 
leaders such as firefighters, aging 
agencies and hearing health 
professionals. 
 

The sound emitted by most fire or 
smoke alarms is at a level that is not 
heard (or not heard well) by a 
significant portion of the hard of 
hearing population.  According to a 
study entitled, "Waking Effectiveness 
of Alarms for Adults who are Hard of 
Hearing," the typical audible signal 
used by smoke alarms failed to wake 
up 43 percent of tested subjects with 
mild to moderately severe hearing 
loss despite the fact that all were 
able to hear the typical 3100 Hz tone 
when awake.  
 

The findings of this study indicate 
that millions of people with hearing 
loss will not be wakened from deep 

sleep by audible alerts which use 
only one tone in the high frequencies 
rather than a range of frequencies 
beginning at approximately 500 Hz. 
Strobe lights woke up only 27 percent 
of the hard of hearing subjects. In 
contrast, a specific audible multiple 
frequency signal consisting of a 520 
Hz square wave [1] - a much lower 
tone - successfully alerted 92 percent 
of the subjects at the benchmark 
level of 75 dBA and alerted 100 
percent at 95 dBA.  75 dBA is 
somewhat louder than the typical 
vacuum cleaner while 95 dBA would 
be comparable to a very loud power 
lawn mower.

Can Vitamins Prevent 
Hearing Loss? 

HOH-LD-NEWS Editor: According to the folks 
at the University of Michigan, the answer just 
might be "Yes"! Here's their notice.  

 
Some day in the not too distant 
future, you may just take a pill or eat 
a snack to prevent hearing damage 
before you go to a noisy event. 
Experiments with guinea pigs 
indicated that certain combinations of 
vitamins and magnesium may reduce 
or even prevent noise-induced 
hearing loss.  

The prospect of high doses of 
vitamins and magnesium potentially 
preventing hearing damage from 
excessive noise exposure would be 
great news for industrial workers, 
farmers, musicians, pilots and other 
professional groups, exposed to loud 
noise. The same goes for all those 
among us who enjoy noisy leisure 
activities. So far, the beneficial 
effects of high doses of vitamins and 
magnesium have been demonstrated 
in experiments with guinea pigs, 
conducted by researchers at 
University of Michigan in the United 
States.  

Guinea pigs fed vitamins  

The American researchers fed 
mixtures of vitamins A, C and E and 
magnesium to the guinea pigs before 
the test animals were exposed to 
noise as loud as a jet plane on take-
off. The guinea pigs continued to 
receive the vitamin and mineral 
mixture for another five days after the 
noise exposure.  

Three guinea pig control groups were 
fed only magnesium, only vitamins or 
neither magnesium or vitamins for 
the same period of time. The guinea 
pigs receiving the mixture of vitamins 
and magnesium were found to have 
significantly less hearing loss than 
those in the control groups.  

"The combination of vitamins and 
magnesium was found to effective," 
explained Colleen G. Le Prell, one of 
the scientists behind the experiment.  

Effective and safe  

The beneficial effect of the vitamins 
and magnesium mixture stems from 
the vitamins being antioxidants with 
the ability to combat so-called free 
radicals. Free radicals are molecules 
which break down the body©s healthy 
chemicals and organs. Scientists 
have known for a long time that free 
radicals play a significant role in 
noise-induced hearing loss. They 
form during and after exposure to 
excessive noise and damage the 
inner ear.  

Le Prell and her co-researchers 
describe the vitamin prevention as 
effective and safe. The three 
vitamins and magnesium are all well-
known and harmless substances, 
already used in other connections 
than for the prevention of hearing 
loss.  

Next step: Human trials  

The next step will be testing the 
treatment on humans. If these trials 
are successful, the researchers 
believe that a hearing loss prevention 
product could be on the market within 
a few years, perhaps in the form of a 
pill or a snack.

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SB 144 (CCDHH Legislative Bill) 
Update 

The House Appropriations Committee 
passed the Senate Bill (SB) 144, 
concerning the Colorado Commission for 
the Deaf and Hard of Hearing (CCDHH) 
and programs administered in 
connection therewith, on April 17th.  
 

The House representatives then passed 
it in the second reading on April 20th and 
passed it again in the third reading on 
April 21st by a vote of 48 to 16.  It went 
back to the Senate for "re-consideration" 
in a concurrence session because it had 
an amendment added, which had to be 
reviewed by the Senate again.   
 

On Tuesday, April 28th, during the 
concurrence session in the Senate, SB 
144 was re-passed with the amendment.  
It was signed into law on May 2nd by 
Governor Ritter.  Further details are 
forthcoming. �  
 
 

Status of DTV Conversion in 
Metro Denver Area May 2009 

 

On April 17th, Channel 7 (ABC), Channel 
9 (NBC) and Channel 20 all went digital.  
Channel 4 (CBS), Channel 31 (Fox), 
Channel 59 (Ion) and Channel 6 (PBS) 
are the only major channels left that will 
go digital June 12th, 2009.  Other analog 
channels on TV are:  2, 14, 23, 25, 27, 
41, 45, 48, 50, 57,  and 66.  Most of the 
remaining analog channels will 
eventually convert to DTV by June 12th.   
 

Channel 31 has excellent reception but 
the captions disappeared suddenly the 
week of April 19th.  They were last seen 
by the editior on Tuesday night, the 21st.  
Then after that, no captions appeared.   
Channel 31’s screen would every so 
often "cough" with garbage appearing on 
the lower half of the screen.   
 

Channel 31 on April 28th said via phone 
call the captions were being sent and 
this caller was the only one complaining 
about not getting captions.  Regardless, 
they are not being received despite 

positioning the antenna in various 
directions.  The antenna left in a certain 
position got captions from all the other 
decent analog channels, even a Spanish 
language channel.   
 

The alternative is to watch the shows 
captioned from Channel 31 and the 
defunct channels on http://www.hulu.com  
for now.
