At the February Boulder meeting, we had 
a panel of audiologists moderated by 
Karen Carpenter, M.A., CCC-A, 
University of Colorado at Boulder.  The 
other panelists were: Sarah Meade, M.A., 
CCC-A, Educational Audiologist, Boulder 
Valley School District 
Chris Jewell, MA, CCC-A, Audiologist for 
Brighton School District 27 J and Hearing 
Solutions, LLC, Louisville, CO 
Buddy Jewell, BS, NBC-HIS, Hearing 

Solutions, LLC, Louisville, CO.   
 
 

Each panelist offered interesting perspectives of the various 
audiological practices and their reason for entering the 
profession.  Karen also explained that she had some long-
term connection to the other panelists, displaying what a 
small world it is. 
 
 

Karen provided a hand out that explained that various 
practices and certifications for audiologists.  The panel also 
provided some historical perspective of how the profession 
has changed and improved over time.  For example, I was 
surprised to learn that several years ago, when Karen was 
attending the University of Colorado, the speech pathology 
program was part of the speech and drama department.  
This has developed into separate departments for speech 
pathology and audiology.  In addition, the programs are now 
transitioning to AuD (Doctor of Audiology) from the M.A. 
(Masters of Audiology).  In general, there can be quite an 
investment in education and certifications for audiologists. 

 
 

This group of panelists has been 
involved in hearing loss missions to 
Mexico for several years.  In fact, this is 
the reason that Buddy Jewel became a 
hearing instrument specialist.  In 
addition, we had on the panel a more 
recent graduate who gave us a 
perspective of the current environment 
of audiological education and practices. 

 
 

We had constructive dialog between our members and the 
panelists.  This group of audiologists was very aware of the 
impact that a group such as HLAA can have with their 

clients, and agreed that many 
audologists may not have the same 
cooperative spirit.  Even within the 
profession there are and have been 
various viewpoints related to the 
dispensing of hearing aids.  While there 
may still be issues, the common advice 
from the panelists encouraged clients to 
find a hearing healthcare provider that 
will work with them over time to achieve 
hearing success as best as possible. 
 
 

Some other topics discussed included hearing aids costs, 
methods of dispensing hearing aids, t-coils in hearing aids, 
and insurance for hearing aids.  We closed on a positive 
note looking at the many advances made in helping people 
with hearing loss, leading us to a better future. 
 
 

It was wonderful to see so many people 
in attendance for this meeting.  We are 
happy you came.  We were also glad to 
see some new faces as well as faces we 
have not seen in a while!  It was also 
nice to see several of the Denver chapter 
members in attendance.  I hope you 
were made to feel welcome and that you 
plan to attend future meetings.  � �

Because of this, open captioning is 
considered passive assistance and is part of 
the Universal Design concept, which means 
that it can be used by all people, regardless of 
age or ability.  Since first introducing the 
service to Broadway in 1997, Theatre 
Development Fund (TDF) has sold over 
32,000 tickets to open captioned 
performances. 
 

The open captioning is provided by c2 Inc., a 
501c3 nonprofit company, which pioneered 
professional Live Performance Captioning™ 
for theatre and cultural events, and is 
nationally recognized as the leading authority

March 1st already! 2010 is flying right 
by! Before you know it, the Walk 4 
Hearing will be here, and then the 
HLAA national convention!  
  

February had some good meetings 
for our chapters, and I’d like to take a 
moment to thank our chapters for all 
they do! We have some dedicated 
chapter leaders who work hard to 
bring you the latest information about 
all things hearing loss. If you have 
attended some of their meetings, you 
know how hard they work to make 
the meetings accessible first of all.  
 

The Walk 4 Hearing has helped our 
chapters to be accessible; they have 
been able to purchase portable Loop 
systems so that you can hear what is 
going on, and they have added to 
their ability to use technology in their 
meetings.  
 

The Boulder chapter regularly uses 
CART, and they use all of their 
available resources to pay for CART. 
The Denver chapter acquired a 
donated laptop (generously donated 
by Cochlear Corporation), and then 
used Walk 4 Hearing proceeds to 
purchase a projector.  
 

I have a projector available to use for 
state and local functions. Without 
these funds, we would not be able to 
provide the same quality of programs 
that you have been enjoying for the 
last couple of years, or at least they 
wouldn’t be quite as accessible as 
they have been.
