The scholarships will be $500 each. The registration deadline is April 10, 2012. The winners will be announced at the Walk4Hearing on May 19, 2012. Although the presence of the winners at the walk would be great, it's not required. 

Requirements: 
The rules below are what the recipient must be:

1) a HLAA member in good standing (CO Walk4Hearing committee members excluded), 

2) attend the National Conference and be responsible for any additional expenses above $500, 

3) have not attended a HLAA National Convention for the last five years, 

4) be willing to share the experience(s) of the convention afterwards, 

5) be willing to participate on next year’s CO Walk4Hearing Scholarship subcommittee

Submitting CO Scholarship Instructions: 
There are two ways to obtain the application.  
The first is at the http://www.hearinglosscolorado.org website where you download the application form onto your computer.  Select the “W4H HLAA National Convention Scholarship” link and follow directions to download the application form onto your computer to fill out and print it out.  

The second is to use the enclosed form and send the application to the address listed below.  The application must be received by April 10, 2012 at this address:

The instructions for filling out the application are straightforward. The name, address, etc., is required so the winner(s) can be contacted. By checking the five boxes, the applicant acknowledges that he/she meets the scholarship requirements. Finally, write a short essay about why attending the convention is expected to be a good experience. 

Other Information: 
There are a few options to share their experience(s). The recipient can give a presentation at a chapter meeting (or several smaller presentations over several chapter meetings). A second option is to write an article or two for the newsletter. Finally, if those two options aren't appealing, the recipient can answer interview style questions that would be provided and published in an article(s) online and in the state chapters' newsletter. 

There are several options to becoming an HLAA member. While using the postal service is an option, understand the HLAA membership might not be processed in time for the scholarship application. There is an online membership link at the http://www.hearingloss.org website. To access it, select the Membership tab along the top of the webpage. There is a form that you can download which can be used for mail, email, or fax, which is located at http://www.hearingloss.org/sites/default/files/docs/2011membershipform.pdf . There is also a form elsewhere in the newsletter. You may also submit the membership application online. 

The Walk4Hearing Scholarship subcommittee will review the applications, and the winners will be selected based on the answers provided.
